The title should succinctly describe the contents of the manuscript. Use words that describe what you did and used.

List the full names of all authors and indicate the corresponding author with an asterisk. 
List the institutional addresses for all authors and the email address of the corresponding author. 

Abstract 
Start typing here
The Abstract should not exceed 200 words. The abstract should be structured as follows:
A summary of the problem followed by the approach the authors have taken to investigate the problem. 
A very brief summary of what work was carried out.
The main findings. 
A summary of what the findings mean and their potential implications. 
Minimise the use of abbreviations and do not cite references in the abstract
Keywords add UP TO FIVE appropriate words not used in the title. 

Background
Start typing here
Apart from the first paragraph - indent the first word of each paragraph. Don’t separate paragraphs with a line break.

[bookmark: _Hlk20488812]Q: Why is the topic important and why is a review required?
Q: Has anyone else conducted a review of this topic before? If so, add details and explain why another review is needed.
Q: What is the scope of this review? What is excluded and why?
In-text citations: Download and use the JNZG EndNote style that is available on the journal website.

Approach

Conducting a literature review is not a typical ‘experiment’ but, like an experiment, it involves a process that needs to be documented so it can be repeated by someone else. 
State what sources you searched and what time period they covered, when you conducted your searches and what keywords you used. Also, briefly describe the process you used to refine the search results. 

Statistical analyses Ideally, there should be some form of objective analysis of the original data sources in the form of a meta-analysis. See Minneé et al. (2019) Journal of New Zealand Grasslands 81, 117-124 for an example.

Results and Discussion
[bookmark: _Hlk22066110]Objectively present your key results and interpret them in light of what was already known about the subject. Focus on the most important results and provide the reader with as much information as possible about the nature of differences or relationships found. Is there a general consensus on the topic or differing viewpoints? Don’t just provide a list of what others have reported previously.
Authors of a review article do not need to offer new data but they do need to provide some new insights as to what the existing body of information really means. They should do this by integrating and synthesising the existing information. For example:
What does the research as a whole add to our knowledge? 
What are the overall trends? 
Are there any exceptions? 
Were previous studies conducted in similar ways or were they so different that they cannot be compared?
What gaps still exist in the knowledge around this subject?
Q: What are the most important results and why?
Q: Are there any anomalous results and what is odd about them?
Q: Given your findings, what is your new understanding of the topic? 


Conclusions/Practical implications/Relevance (choose most relevant heading as a title)

Q: What knowledge gaps does this review highlight and how should these be filled?
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Start typing here
Add the names and affiliations of people you want to acknowledge. Also acknowledge organisations and sources of funding, where appropriate. 

References
References are the core of this type of submission. 
Use the new, simplified JNZG style for in-text citations and the reference list. 
Authors are responsible for the accuracy of the references they cite. Please include doi where available using the following format:

Do not cite unpublished client reports.
Title names must be use ‘sentence’ case NOT with each word in capital letters (apart from Proper nouns). 
Download the EndNote Style file from the journal website at https://www.nzgajournal.org.nz/index.php/JoNZG/libraryFiles/downloadPublic/11
In Endnote, click on: Edit->Preferences->Folder Locations to see where your style files are located. Save the JNZG style file in this location. Make sure you choose this style when adding references to your manuscript. 
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
